‭Dania grew up in the Middle East in deep‬
‭poverty. As a little girl, she prayed for‬
‭something new of her own. Soon after, her‬
‭church gave out Operation Christmas Child‬
‭shoeboxes, and for the first time in her life‬
‭she received a gift—all brand new, even a‬
‭small radio her family had been praying for.‬

‭Years later, after fleeing persecution, God opened the door for‬
‭Dania’s family to come to the United States. Not long after, she‬
‭volunteered at an Operation Christmas Child processing‬
‭center and realized her shoebox had come from this very‬
‭ministry! Today, she shares how her shoebox was “the colorful‬
‭spot in my black-and-white childhood” and a reminder that‬
‭God answers prayer.‬
